3rd Order of Business: Compared Keltrian Bi-Laws to our Bi-Laws. Discussed what we should work into ours and which Celtic background we are going with (examples: Irish, Scottish, Welsh, etc). Decided on Irish.

4th Order of Business: How to do our Alter Devotions. Decided Druidic way with the 3 elements and dragons would be best (instead of Wiccan way with the 4 elements and spirit being called like one of the elements). 

When we start teaching alter devotions and circle casting, get members use to drawing the circle and using a wand or staff to call the dragons instead of the traditional athame or sword.

5th Order of Business: Do we want to do monthly lunar ceremonies for full moons, or ceremonies for every moon? Decided on monthly lunar ceremonies. Set up a calendar of ceremonies for the 13 using the trees. Gloria and James working on finding a good ceremony to use, or writing one based off another one.

6th Order of Business: To use the pentacle or another symbol in rituals. Decided on using the 3-illuminations in place of the pentacle.

7th Order of Business: Do we want to work with one or all of the following: faeries, dragons, angels, etc? Decided we should work with all and find a way to teach new members to work with all, and get use to alternating between them.

8th Order of Business: What different classes can we come up with to teach and where would we teach them? Discussed possibly teaching classes at Magic Cauldron and at Michelle and Logan’s shop (check into both). Classes that could be taught include: Angels, Ghosts, Herbs, Druidism 101, Smudging, Candle Magic, Tarot, Runes, Astrology, Palmistry, Dowsing, and Ogham (druid runes or tarot only with trees). Also discussed who would be good at teaching which classes.

9th Order of Business: Which hobbies and crafts can we incorporate into our tradition? Discussed Brewing and Medicinal Brewing. Gloria is getting CD’s to teach Gaelic (Irish), so we can all learn if we so choose.
